Centenary:   Extract from Flintshire Observer, Friday 30 December 1910:


"At Connah's Quay on Saturday morning Canon Jennings, assisted by his curate Father Pozzi, blessed the new Catholic Church of the Blessed Sacrament, preparatory to opening on the next day (Christmas Day) when the Masses were said at 9.30 and 10.30 by Father Pozzi.


This beautiful little Church, capable of seating 250, is situated on the main road mid-way between Connah's Quay and Shotton stations and supplies a long felt want.  For the past three or four years Mass has been said every Sunday at the Drill Hall.  All the Masses were well attended.


There will be a more solemn opening in the Spring by his Lordship the right Reverend Francis Mostyn, Bishop of Menevia."
