Upcoming Collections:  the annual collection for Catholic Education Service (CES) continues this weekend (9th/10th Feb).
Walk with Me: These booklets are offered to everyone. Please take one and give a donation - whatever you can afford - towards their cost. Their very title is helpful as we begin Lent on Wednesday. Walk - go through Lent at a slower pace; with Me - don't try to "go it alone".   The prophet Micah said: "This is what pleases the Lord -that you act justly, love tenderly and walk humbly with your God."
A Jar of Grace:  As Bishop Peter has asked that Lenten Alms this year be given to the De Paul Trust (an organisation inspired by St. Vincent de Paul for supporting homeless young people), it's been suggested that as a parish we adopt the Jar of Grace idea in each home during the 40 days of Lent.  It means each time we sit down for a meal we put one coin into a jar to help those who are homeless. Then either bring each week's contents to church and empty into the Lenten alms basket, or keep at home until Lent ends.
Celebrate Family and Begin Lent Together on Sun. 17 Feb at Pantasaph Friary. Arrivals from 11.30am. Family Mass at 12 noon, celebrated by Bishop Brignall. Bring a packed lunch. Day of activities ends with Stations of the Cross and hot pot. No cost, but please bring one tin/pack of non-perishable food (no baked beans or pasta, please) as a foodbank donation. Bring small torch.
Quay 49 Club:  For various reasons, we have 8 spare numbers in the 49 Club. There are 49 numbers in total and the cost is £1 per week per number, and based on the National Lottery Bonus Ball number on Saturday nights.
